Tribal Transportation Program Coordinating Committee (TTPCC)


1. TTPCC held a meeting February in LA, May in Oklahoma, and August in Albuquerque.

2. Tribal/Interior Budget Committee (TIBC) July 29-31 

During this meeting they discussed Road Maintenance funds which are supplied via DOI. 

a. However, the Tribal Transportation Program funding formula is not part of that program and TIBC is delving into a complex area and should move cautiously. 

b. The Transportation funding formula is being discussed by some tribes. Some recommendations are dramatic while others want to keep the formula the same.  The Northwest has not pushed for any specific change. It has been mentioned to request "Formula Rulemaking" to be on the next Transportation Bill. This way Tribes are able to work out a comparable recommendation.

c. The BIA’s road data system is being transferred into GIS’s system: They continue to have difficulties regarding moving to cloud. We are deeply concerned about BIA staff Support/Tech training and associated funding.

Lorraine Bash, Washington State DOT update

1. Encouraged tribes to apply for Tribal Transit Mobility grants since they were under subscribed during the last NOFO.

2. The Sandy Williams Active Transportation Grant is now open, Tribes should contact the WSDOT with a letter of interest to be considered for the grant.

3. The State WSDOT is doing a 6-PPD study, and each Tribe is invited to submit three areas for examination for the study.

4. The Washington Indian Transportation Policy Advisory Committee (WITPAC) will once again meet. This committee receives transportation briefings by the WSDOT and each tribe may assign two staff to attend.

  NW Tribal Technical Assistance Program Center UW, Ollie Wiesner
1. Additional Staffing
a. The NW TTAP Center is planning to finalize the assistant director position within the coming weeks. The new person should be able to start by mid to late October.

b. The center is hiring additional graduate students to support the program moving forward.

2. Road Safety Champion Program

a. A free, self-paced module hosting the national Road Safety Champion Program, which should be live this Autumn.

3. Environmental Review Funding

a. The center is looking to apply for funds to support training and technical assistance related to NEPA documentation (environmental impact statements, environmental assessments, etc.).

b. A broad use of activities are eligible under the funds and the center is debating using the funds for:

i. Online NEPA documentation training course coupled with regional workshops.

ii. 6PPD-q training workshop. Possible partners include building upon the work from Lummi Nation, the ATNI Natural Resources summit, and WSDOT.

4. Federal Updates:

a. No cost extension through December 2024. The center has a subset off funds to spend by then.

b. Jaime (Hi-me) Torres-Gonzalez will take over as temporary director of the TTAP program as Morgan Manning-Malley temporarily switches departments. The transition will last 90 days starting from October 1st.

5. GIS Training

a.  The center is working on GIS training as RFIDS transitions to the ArcGIS platform. The training will likely be an online format coupled with several in-person training workshops at UW and EWU computer labs. The center is also seeking direction on best ways to host the training.

6. Road Safety Audit training

a. The center is partnering with Western Federal Lands to provide road safety audit trainings. These will be in-person events where we will conduct road safety audits. Colville volunteered to assist hosting for one workshop, but the center is seeking other locations to host the training. The aim was to host these in the autumn, but with the seasons changing and the center understaffed, these may be pushed to the spring.
